Hosted by the KAHS Class of 1972 and 1973
In Recognition of the Class of 1972’s 40th Anniversary on Graduating from KAHS
Date: June 15-18, 2012
Lodging:  So far there are more than 25 people “signed up” to attend this Reunion.  Although some are staying with friends, the Hotel of Choice would be where many stayed for the TMW/KAHS Reunion in 2000 - the Hotel Safir Rabat, now called the Golden Tulip Farah Rabat (http://www.goldentulipfarahrabat.com/).  It's close to the medina and has a nice ocean view of the Rabat-Sale harbor.  Their description from the website includes: “A shining star of the Golden Tulip group of hotels in Morocco, the Golden Tulip Farah Rabat consists of 192 rooms located on the banks of the Bourgreb River.  Practically within the city center of Rabat, the capitol of Morocco, the hotel remains a true sanctuary, literally located adjacent to the Golden Tulip Farah Rabat hotel are two of the most recognized monuments within our fascinating Kingdom, the Hassan Tower, and the mausoleum of the late King Mohamed V.”

For those with other budgets, the Le Diwan Hotel is in the city center as well and is a nice hotel.  Their description from the website includes: The Diwan is located next to the Palais Royal in central Rabat, Morocco.  The Diwan Rabat offers air-conditioned and soundproofed rooms and suites.  Each guest room has satellite TV and free Wi-Fi.  The Diwan’s culinary restaurant serves traditional Moroccan cuisine and guests are invited to relax in the XO Bar. Also, the Le Pietri Hotel is a three star - a good value - and has a great restaurant and live music.  Their description from the website includes: “Le Pietri is a short 5 minute walk from the Rabat train station, Avenue Mohamed V, the Parliament, and many other cultural sites in the city.  A 10 minute walk will be enough to arrive at the Medina or other of the city’s main activities.”  See more about this hotel at http://www.lepietri.com/index-en.htm 

We are trying to obtain a lower rate for at least the Golden Tulip.

Helping with the Reunion from Morocco are Alia Al Dalli (KAHS Class of 1972), Majid Slaoui (KAHS Class of 1973) and his wife Nancy (Lukas) Slaoui (also KAHS Class of 1973).
Planned Activities:  An “Ice Breaker’ is planned for the evening of Friday June 15th.  On Saturday June 16th the plan is to travel back to Kenitra with our tour guide Abderrahman “Ben” Oumlil (KAHS Class of 1972) as our tour guide.  We are still working on the possibility of a bus trip onto the military base to see the old school(s).  Saturday evening Alia Al’Dali is opening up her home for a traditional Moroccan dinner!  Sunday the 17th is open but options include a guided tour through the famous Rabat Medina, a full-day tour to Volubilis or other sites, one-day tours around Rabat, a day at the Beach or other activities (nothing firmed up yet).  For Monday a Farewell Breakfast to officially close the Reunion although many will be staying for at least the rest of the week will their rental cars and memories to check out Side Yahia, Side Slimane, Fez, etc.  Did someone say Road Trip?!
Getting There:  There are no direct flights from the U.S. to the Rabat-Sale Airport, although with one or more stops you could eventually get there via Delta, KLM, Royal Air Maroc, Air France or Iberia Airlines.  The only direct flight from the U.S. to Morocco is Royal Air Maroc from JFK Airport in NY direct to Casablanca.  I see the Round Trip cost at $1271 for that one flight that leaves NY at 6:45pm and arrives in Casa at 6:25am the following day.  Rental cars at the Casablanca Airport include Alamo, Dollar, Avis, Budget, National, Thrifty, Zoom - some for as low as $35 (with Zoom) a day up to some mini-vans with other rental car companies at $100/day or more.
From Bob Bull, Class of ’65: Another transportation consideration is to take the train from Casablanca airport.  For the 2000 reunion, my wife and I flew into Casablanca Airport (flying with Royal Air Maroc was an adventure), took the train to City Center (about a half hour trip), took the train to Rabat (about 90 minutes), and then a taxi to the hotel (cheap fare if you remember the exchange rate – I didn’t and was off by a factor of 10).  We didn’t have any problems or security concerns.  As I recall, there wasn’t that much walking involved within the airport or train terminals.  As soon as we claimed our luggage, we went to the airport ATM and withdrew a couple hundred $$’s in Moroccan currency.  Hotel Safir Rabat was a great hotel in our opinion.
